Once the IP Finder finds the camera, select Camera from Camera List then change its information and press SUBMIT
to save.

We need to replace the information that we got from CMD (Step 2, 3)

IP = Use an IP address different from PC and that no one else is using (ex. 192.168.1.20)
NETMASK = Type same as CMD information (ex. 255.255.255.0)

GATEWAY = Type same as CMD information (ex. 192.168.1.1)

Now that we gave a new IP Address to the Camera let’s try to connect by using Web Browser (IE).
Open IE (Internet Explorer) then type the new IP Address (ex. 192.168.1.20) on the address bar.

Download & Install the ActiveX.
